I can draw picture maps and devise my own symbols.

Geography Key Information :

Castles were built at the top of hills to help with their defence so the surrounding area could be seen.
Castles were often built near the bend of a river for protection and to be near a fresh water supply.

Castles were also located near rivers and by the coast so they were accessible by boat. Supplies could
be transported more effectively by boats than by road.
