What should I already know:

Christians believe that God is the Trinity — the
father, the Son and the Holy Spirit.

- That God is the creator of the universe, who sends
his son (Jesus) to save the people. When Jesus
dies, the Holy Spirit is sent to his followers.

- Christians want to understand God and Jesus better

- Christians worship God as the Trinity — they express
this in art.

Key Vocabulary:

God God is the creator and ruler of the universe. He is also

known as the Holy Father.

Trinity The three parts are the father, the son and the holy spirit.
Creator A person or thing that brings something into existence
Savior A person who saves someone or something from danger or

difficulty. Christians believe Jesus was the saviour of people.

Holy Spirit The third person of the ‘trfnity', Christians believe that when

Jesus died, his spirit was sent to his followers.

Gospel A lifestory or biography of the life and teaching of Jesus. It
comes from the word ‘good' and it refers to the ‘good news’

that Jesus brings.

Key Knowledge and Questions

What is the Holy Trinity? Christians believe that there is one God but he
appears as three different people God the Father, God the son and The
Holy Spirit.

Who is God the Father? God in heaven, the creator of the world.

Who is God the son? Jesus came to earth as a savior?

Who is The Holy Spirit? Jesus spirit who does Gods work on earth.
What is a gospel? A gospel is stories about Jesus’ life and teachings.
