such as je suis (I am), j’ai (I have) and j’habite (I live).

Recommended phonics focus:

« Silent letters. s isnot pronounced in appelles, ans, Paris,

Londres or habites. This often happens when ‘s’ is the final
consonant in a word.

Elision. As seenin je m’appelle. Dropping of the last letter of a word (in this
case the ‘e’ in me) and replacing it with an apostrophe, and attaching it to the
word that follows, which begins with a vowel or mute h. This is generally in
order to facilitate pronunciation. It is not optional in French
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Grammar we will learn & revisit:
Adjectival agreement. Anintroduction to the concept of adjectival
agreement, in the simplest form in French. Adding an ‘e’ to the end of the adjective
\ (in this lesson the nationality) when the person talking / being described is female )

Numbers 1-10 will be revisited along with the language to express feelings. Asking and answering the questions
related to basic personal details (name, age, where you live and nationality) will be taught for the first time
