Year 4 -  What does it mean to be a Hindu in 
Britain today? 

Knowledge /Skills:   

Understand the impact: 

• Describe how Hindus show their faith within their families in Britain today 

(e.g. home puja) 

• Describe how Hindus show their faith within their faith communities in Britain 

today (e.g. arti and bhajans at the mandir; in festivals such as Diwali) 

• Identify some different ways in which Hindus show their faith (e.g. between 

different communities in Britain, or between Britain and parts of India)  

Make sense of belief:  

• Identify the terms dharma, Sanatan Dharma and Hinduism and say what they 

mean  

• Make links between Hindu practices and the idea that Hinduism is a whole 

‘way of life’ (dharma) 

Make connections: 
• Raise questions and suggest answers about what is good 
about being a Hindu in Britain today, and whether taking part in 
family and community rituals is a good thing for individuals and 
society, giving good reasons for their ideas.
