Jesus rose from the dead.

Sin To commit an act or behavior which offends God.
Salvation Being saved from harm or ruin.

Jesus The son of God

Crucifixion Crucifixion is a method of punishment in which the victim is

tied or nailed to a large wooden beam and left to hang, until

they are exhausted or die.
