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Over the year the children are exposed to a wealth of
books. Above are just some of the key texts that are
looked at each term.

Each week new books, rhymes and stories are
chosen to reinforce the learning in the classroom and
at least one book is shared daily with the children -
alongside the opportunity to revisit, role play and talk
through the story.
