Year 4 children had been learning how to create animations in computing – children wanted to create an animation about marine microplastics this was then added to our school eco page for the community to see 
 

	Final Evaluation

 After taking part in our own school clean up we were able to see what litter was being found in the playground 

We created litter bar charts showing types of litter collected and displayed them. We also created a litter display board using the litter we had collected as a further visual point. 

Along with Year 4 – we created animations  about ocean microplastics to be added to our school eco page for the wider community to see.

	Informing & Involving Plans

Linked to our first topic – ‘clean air’ the children wanted to raise money to buy plants – idea of creating an eco-friendly recyclable product instead of single use cling film that could be sold to parents to make money to buy air purifying plants 

Successful project and children raised enough money for all classes to have plants in every classroom 

Litter audit achieved – single use plastic was collected and used then as part of our marine focus 

Posters created and displayed for the school as a reminder 

Compost bins reinstated and used daily – transferred to compost bin in our allotment daily – eco team responsible 
	Final Evaluation

 More awareness within school regarding single use plastics

Very successful Bess wax project -  Wraps, created using recycled and unwanted material and repurposed from within our community. The money raised from the fundraiser meant we could buy one plant for each classroom!   

Plants are now in every classroom and children are taking the plants home to water during the holidays

Many of the plants now are now producing spiderettes. Gardening club are now in the process of propagating them in order to create new plants Therefore expanding our spider plant collection within school without cost 

Compost bins reinstated and collected every day into our allotment garden compost bin

Collection of litter pickers available constantly in the school office and can be taken on loan for a week at time  - Walk to school week and litter picking linked and encouraged  
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
